EASTERTON BURIAL GROUND
Under the authority of Easterton Parish Council
INTERMENT CHARGES
The fees, payments and sums set out below apply where the person to be interred or in respect of whom the right is granted is, or immediately before his/her death was, an inhabitant or parishioner of the Parish of Easterton, or, in the case of a still-born child, where the parents (or one of them) are, or at the time of interment were, such inhabitants or parishioners.

In all other cases, the interment fee, but not the memorial fee, will be doubled.

PART  I - INTERMENTS
The fees indicated for the various heads of items 1, 2 and 3 do not include the digging of the grave. 

1.   For the first interment, in a grave in respect of which an exclusive right of burial has not             

      been granted:- 

      (i)    of the body of a still-born child, or of a child whose age at the time of

              death did not exceed twelve years ..............................................................  £ 30

      (ii)   of the body of a person whose age at the time of death exceeded 

              twelve years ...............................................................................................  £115 

2.   For any interment after the first ..........................................................................  £ 90

3.   For the interment of cremated remains:-

      (a)    of the body of a child under the age of 12 years ........................................  £ 20

      (b)    in a new grave (approx. 2’ x 2’) ................................................................   £ 65

      (c)    in an existing grave ....................................................................................  £ 50

PART II - MONUMENTS, GRAVESTONES, TABLETS AND MONUMENTAL INSCRIPTIONS

For the right to erect or place on a grave a headstone:-

      (a)    Not exceeding 3 feet 6 inches in height and including the first

               Inscription .................................................................................................  £ 65

      (b)    For each inscription after the first .............................................................  £ 40

      (c)    Gravestone for cremated remains .............................................................   £ 40

      (d)    For each inscription after the first (cremations) .......................................   £ 25 
EASTERTON BURIAL GROUND

Under the authority of Easterton Parish Council

RULES

1.      No exclusive rights of burial are allowed.
2.      No footstones, kerbs or mounds of earth are allowed over any grave.

3.      No part of this Burial Ground is consecrated.  Graves of members of the Church of                                             
         England will be individually blessed by the officiating minister.
4.      The Burial Ground is open to all residents of the Parish of Easterton and to all persons 

         dying within three miles of the Burial Ground but funeral ceremonies shall be 
         performed only by an accredited Minister or recognised Lay Preacher of a stated church 
         and congregation.

5.      Permission of the Parish Council must be obtained for the addition of inscriptions to
         existing headstones and for the erecting of new headstones.

6.      All graves and headstones erected thereon must be kept in good order and repair by the

         applicants.  The Council will not be responsible for accident to or disfigurement of any

         headstones occasioned by storm, wind, lightening, subsidence or any cause other than

         their own negligence, nor for loss or injury sustained by any persons in consequence

         thereof.

7.      The Council reserve the right to remove any headstones which may have fallen into 

         Decay, or re-turf over any graves which are not properly maintained.

8.      A register of all burials shall be kept by the Clerk of the Parish Council and at all

         reasonable hours searches may be made and certified extracts obtained.    

9.      Notice for any interment must be given to the Clerk of the Parish Council at least
         two days previous to the interment (except in special cases).

10.    All burial fees and charges must be paid to the Clerk of the Parish Council at the time

         of giving the Notice and all other fees before the work is begun in respect of which they 

         are payable.

11.    The selection of graves is to be subject to the approval of the Parish Council, or of a

         Committee appointed thereby, but the wishes of applicants will be met as far as may be 

         deemed practicable.

BURIAL PROCEDURE
(March, 2010)
When death occurs funeral director contacts Clerk for form (Easterton Parish Council Notice of Interment).
Clerk to check grave space on plan (in burial book).  N.B. the spaces next to 104

 (Mrs. Hawkins) and 117 (Mr. Kinner) are reserved.  Clerk to send form to undertaker with grave number inserted.
Undertaker then completes form and returns to Clerk with green Death Certificate.  Undertaker pays interment fee + minister’s fee (if applicable) by returning burial fee to Clerk

along with the completed form.

Part C of the Death Certificate (green form) should then be sent to the Registrar by the Clerk

as per the address on the back of the form).  Should be signed by the Clerk on behalf of Easterton Parish Council before tearing off.

Cheque from undertaking to be put in Council’s bank and a Council cheque made out and sent to minister concerned (if applicable).

Complete burial book.
