Easterton Parish Council: Freedom of Information Act

Please note that in accordance with the above Act Easterton Parish Council is fully committed to “The New Model Publication Scheme” which is intended to facilitate the proactive release of information. 

Information relating to the Parish Council can be found on the Easterton Village Website, the Village notice board (sited in the High Street opposite the Royal Oak)and in Easterton Echoes which is delivered to every residence in the Village towards the end of the month(with the exception of August and December). 

Members of the public are welcome to attend Parish Council meetings which are mainly held on the second Monday in the month (except August and December) either in the Village Hall or St Barnabas Church Rooms commencing at 19.30. The date and venue of the “next” Parish Council meeting is usually published in the Easterton Echoes and this can be accessed via the Village Website. A copy of the minutes of Parish Council meetings is available for inspection by the public at each meeting and at Market Lavington Library.

In addition to the above there is also an Annual Parish Meeting normally held in April/May and this provides an opportunity for the Parish Council to report on its activities and answer questions.

Each year the Parish Council produces a set of accounts which are formally audited by internal and external auditors. Details of the end of year accounts and the auditor’s report are displayed on the Village notice board for several weeks in the summer months (the precise dates can vary depending on the auditor’s timetable).

The Parish Council is also responsible for the Village burial ground which is situated in Drove Lane and details of the fees are displayed on the Chapel notice board (situated inside the burial ground).

Village Play Area: All enquiries relating to the play area situated behind the Village Hall should in the first instance be directed to the Parish Clerk.
