Chairman’s Report

The next gathering of Parish Councillors is on WEDNESDAY 10th APRIL at 7-30pm in the VILLAGE HALL when we hold our ANNUAL PARISH MEETING (includes light refreshments from 7.00pm) Our guest speakers will be our retiring County Councillor Mr Lionel Grundy MBE, and Mr Roger Frost (ML Museum) who has kindly agreed to bring us up to date with local historical information new to the museum since his last Easterton presentation on this subject.The 10th April is your opportunity to hear a 12 month review of Parish Council activity, a snapshot of Wiltshire Council’s work as it affects the locality and, of course, learn interesting and amusing facts about your surroundings - a date for your diary.

Brief notes from our March meeting: PCSO Oliver Nash had no concerns to report but acknowledged our fears that the NHW scheme did not receive much active involvement from the Police – although this may change under the new Commissioner. 

No new planning applications have been received.
Village Hall Play Area: Having determined that the cost of making worthwhile improvements is greater than our budgeted contingency we have decided to apply for a grant under the Awards4All scheme.
The potholes in Drove Lane (although not in this parish) are to be patched and that road is scheduled to be resurfaced sometime later this year.
The horse warning signs were NOT installed on 18th March as promised and we are chasing the relevant department.

Last but not least: We said farewell to our Vice Chairman Sue Allen who is retiring as a Parish Councillor after voluntarily working at least 25 years on your behalf.  Councillors expressed their appreciation of her commitment over this remarkable length of time.

The pictorial Village sign outside The Manor needed attention and we have accepted a local offer to have the sign repainted, so please don’t be concerned now the sign has disappeared temporarily.
Parish Steward: The next visit is organized for Tuesday, 26th March, 2013; Wiltshire Council have not submitted any date for April.  Anyone wishing to report a fault, e.g. potholes, grass cutting, broken gullies and signs etc. should continue to advise the Clerk/Chairman as and when these are identified for onward referral to Wiltshire Council.
Salisbury Plain Training Area: The road through Imber from Warminster to Joan a Gore’s Cross and the road from Heytesbury to Imber and from Bratton to Imber will be open from 1800 hours on Friday, 29th March (Good Friday) until 1800 hours on Wednesday, 3rd April.

Training on the Plain is set to increase significantly during April and further details can be seen on the Village notice board.

Parish Council Meetings:  These are normally held on the third Monday of the month in Easterton Village Hall. However, the Annual Parish Council Meeting will be held on Monday, 13th May, 2013 at 7.30pm as per the statutory requirements during an election year.

THE NEIGHBOURHOOD POLICING TEAM
I would like to bring to your attention that over the last week we have taken several reports of theft from motor vehicles in Potterne and Worton and theft of heating oil also from Worton.

There have also been non dwelling burglaries occurring in our area and in particular to outbuildings in Potterne and at West Lavington Manor where 3 sheds were broken into.

I think it comes as a timely reminder to reiterate some crime prevention advice. Everyone should remain vigilant and alert and if you notice anything you think is suspicious please don't hesitate to contact us. Officers would much rather send a patrol unit to an area and make checks and there be no cause for concern rather than the next day take a report of a crime.

Non Dwelling Burglaries - Continue to check the security of outbuildings and sheds . If you have security lighting with motion sensors, alarms or even personal CCTV it is good practice to make sure that these are in good working order and used. Good strong padlocks on fold over latches so screws are concealed are useful. It is often worth replacing screws with nut and bolts. Keep photos and serial numbers of any equipment including bikes and where possible security mark.

Vehicle Crime - Always keep your car locked. This includes closing the sunroof and windows, even if you leave it for a few seconds.
Don't leave anything in your car or on display particularly when it's parked overnight.  Never leave documents or spare keys inside the car or your keys in the ignition, not even in a garage when paying for fuel.
When you're driving, keep doors locked and windows up, especially in slow moving traffic. Keep bags and mobile phones out of view. A thief can lean in and steal what's on your passenger seat in the time it takes for a red light to turn green.
Park in a busy well-lit area and if possible near to CCTV cameras.
Always chain bikes, motorbikes and scooters to something fixed like security rails.

I anyone is interested I have several more of the shed alarms on sale from The Bobby Van Trust at £6 per item. I also have several permanent UV marker pens, although I do not have these for sale they are very cheap to pick up, and if needs be it may be possible for us to security mark property. It is usual to security mark with the pens using your postcode and house name or number.

We will continue to patrol the area and keep you updated. If you need to contact a member of the team please either email Olly, Pete or I or  call us on 101.
