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PARISH COUNCIL NEWS

Notes from the Parish Chairman
Jam Factory:  At Kennet’s Regulatory Committee meeting today, 24th April, approval was given for the construction of 43 dwellings on the former Jam Factory site. This number will include a total of 9 affordable houses: 7 social rented and 2 shared equity. Although there is still a great deal of bureaucratic process to be completed, for example licences for drainage etc, Comparo hope to start demolition as soon as possible. Some buildings will have to be left in the short term because they house bats, a protected species, and a licence is needed from English Nature to put a protection plan into effect – amongst other mitigation there will be a bat house above Sam Moore’s Lane. I have asked Comparo to attend the Parish Council meeting on 9th June (7.30pm in the Village Hall) to explain their detailed timetable for the development. First thoughts are that they might start construction in about 5 – 6 months, and the building would take 12 – 18 months thereafter. As usual, all are welcome to attend that meeting.

Parish Steward Visit: The next visit from the Parish Steward will be on Monday, 9th June.  If anyone feels there are small jobs that need undertaking throughout the Village please contact Chris Saunders on 812317.
Annual Parish Meeting: This will be held on Wednesday, 28th May. Refreshments will be served between 7.00 - 7.30pm. during which time Dr.Robinson (Chief Executive of Wiltshire County Council) will declare the refurbished play area “open”.  At 7.30pm. he will be giving a talk on the effects/changes the unification of Wiltshire will have on villages like ours once Kennet District Council disappears.  There will be time for questions at the end.  
Skips: The next Village Skips for cardboard and plastic have been scheduled for Friday, 6thJune

and will be sited outside the Jam Factory .
