Notes from the Parish Chairman
Easterton 2008. August will see two Village events that will provide entertainment for all and, hopefully, generate some income to support village activities and projects. Tickets are already on sale for this year’s prize draw offering a massive first prize of £500 cash as well as many other great prizes. The Rock and Racing Night takes place in the village hall from 7.30pm on Saturday 9th August. The Hog Roast is available to all and is included in the price of the tickets. There will be a licensed bar and a raffle on the night. For safety and licensing reasons, numbers are limited to 200. Accompanied children under 12 will be admitted free, but must have a ticket in advance – available as above.
The Country Fair will be opened at the village hall and field at 2pm on Monday 25th August. Gates open at 1.45pm. Parking will be available in the adjoining field. Entrance is £1 per family by numbered programme at the gate. There will be a prize for the lucky programme. There is some great entertainment lined up for the afternoon in two arenas and in the field and hall. Arena events will include falconry, carriage driving, Pirelli schooling, a cavalcade of cars, archery and the ever popular fun dog show. The Corsham Town Band will play throughout the afternoon and there will be many attractions including the bottle stall, book/CD/DVD stall (contributions for both these stalls would be most welcome), ice creams, hot dogs, smack the rat, teas, Pimms stall, the ever popular cake stall, produce and the human one armed bandit. The Children’s Corner will include Punch & Judy, face painting, a bouncy castle and Kookie the Clown. There will be trade stands from Comfy Critturs, Sew Fantastic, the Wiltshire Fire Service, Pots & Planters, and stands by the Territorial Army and the Army Cadet Force.
