TRAINING: February was an extremely active, noisy and hectic month; thank you for your forbearance during 4 (Mechanised) Brigade pre-operational deployment exercise prior to moving to theatre in Afghanistan. AIRCRAFT TRIALS:  Aircraft trials have priority over Larkhill Range on Wed and Fri from 1200 - 1700 hrs which may involve circuits crossing the Avon Valley.
