CLERK’S REPORT ON ACTIONS TAKEN SINCE LAST MEETING


An endorsement by the Parish Council for the Revels sent to Bill Nimmo-Scott.


Continue to monitor the number and speed of vehicles entering the village from the Bye Way in the light of a request for 30mph signs.


Councillor Pack circulated and request received by a number of councillors for individual copies.


Copy date for Easton Eagle was missed so a letter will be sent to all households requesting the Recreation Ground be kept free from Dog Fouling and also the Bus Shelter be kept clean.

CORRESPONDENCE:

A request has been received from Mrs Pell to use the Recreation Ground for a car park on 29th September 2007 for a private party. Parish Council agreed


A request has been received from Splash for a donation. Considered but rejected.

A request for a Donation to Bobby Van was considered. The Council resolved that, in accordance with its powers under section 137 and 139 of the Local Government Act 1972, it should incur the expenditure of £15, which in the Council’s opinion, is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in the manner commensurate with the expenditure. 

CPRE invited the village to enter ‘Calor Best Kept village’. Not appropriate this year.

Letter received from the Registration Service in Wiltshire proposing to create a Single Registration District and also to withdraw the service of Registrar of Births, Deaths and Marriages in 9 towns – Marlborough being the nearest. 

Apologies received from Robert Hall also contained the message that the B3087 potholes will be filled shortly and resurfacing will be done in June 2007. During the summer 2007, the blocked roadside drains will be cleared in order to alleviate the problem of flooding.

Apologies received from James Percy-Caldwell also informing the Parish Council of the intention to stand for Easton Royal as local Kennet District Councillor. Parish Council wished him well.

Audit Commission have extended the appointment of External Auditor (Mazars) to cover 2006/2007.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS: 

Traffic Signing for the School. A letter and designs for the new School sign having previously been circulated, it was agreed that the Parish would fund 50% of the cost and the School would fund the other 50%. The School Governors have approved this. The Clerk was asked to investigate with the Highways Department alternative wording to include Easton Royal Village School or Village School rather than Primary school.


Potholes.  A pothole is developing on land owned by the Parish and used by Mrs Rhodes as access to her garage. Clerk to investigate if Highways will fill this at the same time as the potholes at the southern end of The Street- recently filled with Scalpings.


Parish and District Council Elections will be held on 3rd May 2007. If these Elections are uncontested, no elections will need to be held. Clerk to add information about the Parish Council elections to the letter to be circulated to the Village.


Allan Duncan requested that he be allowed to take rubble, from a wall he will be dismantling shortly and fill the potholes appearing along Harris Lane.  Council approved.


Motorbikes and 4 x 4 vehicles have recently been seen using Harris Lane and the track running north from the Bruce Arms. Both of these tracks are Bridleways and not open for motorised vehicles. There has been an increase in numbers since the application to change these from Bridleways to Bye Ways. Clerk will request extra signage from Highways Department.

Cars parked on the side of the road are still causing concern. On the Eastern end of the B3087, the possibility of an extra street light might alleviate this problem – clerk to investigate. Cars parked by the Village Hall may be causing problems. Clerk to talk to car owners and investigate hedge trimming to ease sight lines.
