CLERK’S REPORT ON ACTIONS TAKEN SINCE LAST MEETING


The Village School sign has been authorised and erected.


The resurfacing of the B3087 was underway and would be completed this summer with Micro dressing used through the village.


The rubble deposited along Harris Lane had caused a number of problems and further work needs to be undertaken to provide a better surface


Concern about the speed at which cars travel on entering the village as well as the apparent lack of lighting towards Burbage was discussed and it was agreed that off road parking should again be considered for those houses without this facility. Clerk to raise this as an Agenda item at the next meeting

CORRESPONDENCE:

A letter has been received from M Elliott (present) about the poor state of the stiles around the village.  P Martin agreed to walk the footpaths with a map – to be supplied by the Clerk- and suggest remedies for each stile.

Easton Royal Heritage Group requested a donation. The Council resolved that, in accordance with its powers under section 137 and 139 of the Local Government Act 1972, it should incur the expenditure of £25, which in the Council’s opinion, is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in the manner commensurate with the expenditure.
