	1. Devizes Area Board: Mr Molland informed Councillors that he had attended the last Area Board meeting and was concerned with the way the Board did not allow for the representative of Parish Councils to speak on matters that may affect the parish.  It was agreed that the Area Board should bring this problem forward as an item for discussion and the Clerk will submit a request.    It was suggested that the views of other parish councils be sought on how they feel Area Boards are working.

	 High Street : Two members of the public, who were representing High Street residents attended the open session to discuss the poor state of the road though the village.

The main concern of residents was the damage that large vehicles travelling at speed were causing to their properties.  Several people have cracks in their walls and notice movement of ornaments etc., when large vehicles go by.   

Residents have been corresponding with Councillor Richard Gamble and Peter Binley of Wiltshire Council, who have informed them that substantial works to the High Street will take place at the end of February.  Residents are hopefully that this work will alleviate some of the immediate problems.  The Parish Council have been informed that patching works will be carried out in the High Street, but not of any substantial works.

The Parish Council were concerned that they are not be kept informed by Wiltshire Council of works that were scheduled to take place, particularly as substantial works would cause considerable upheaval for the village. 

Traffic speed through village: The use of hand held speed cameras by volunteers was discussed and this is a request that the Parish Council will put to the Area Board. 

Whistley Road hedge: A hedge that has been given rise to concern over the last few years will be cut back very soon the Parish Council were assured by the owner. 

Blounts Court rubbish on A360: It had been noted that rubbish from a bungalow on Blounts Court was falling down the bank and accumulating.  The Clerk will write to the owner to ask for their assistance to ensure this does not happen in future.  The Clerk will also contact Wiltshire Council to ask them to litter pick the area.
