	Change of use of land from agricultural to domestic.  Agricultural to equestrian (including occasional use by Alpacas, Sheep and Donkeys). Erection of stables, creation of dog exercise area and construction of wildlife pond. 


The Parish Council are concerned at several aspects of this application when considered with the previous permission for dog kennels adjacent to the site.  

It was stated that there would be no extra traffic generated by the use of the site for dog kennels and we would therefore not expect the equine use, with stables, to be no more than personal for the use of the occupiers of Bythemill Cottage.  Any other use will generate an unacceptable increase in traffic along Mill Lane and Whistley Road.  

We must question the use of a three-metre high deer fence around the dog exercise area (perhaps they mean 1.8 metre?). This construction would be very visible from Whistley Road and even at 1.8metre should be the subject of a landscaping scheme. 

We cannot accept that a poly tunnel of this size i.e. 10 x 5 metre, is for domestic use only.  We consider this part of the application should be on a commercial basis. Again this will be very visible from Whistley Road and if allowed should certainly be screened with suitable landscaping. 

If the above points are not answered then the Parish Council would object to this application.
