	Devizes Area Board: Mr Molland reported that a presentation given by Mr Read against the Mineral Sites being considered in the Bromham and Rowde area was supported by the meeting. No money was available for the development of the Wharf in Devizes.     Councillor Brown said that the dangerous crossing over on the A360  (Roundway Parish) was being looked into and they hoped to buy a piece of land to make this cross over safer.

Mr Burns declared that the meeting was temporarily suspended to allow for an open session for 10 minutes so that the public could place questions to the Council to be discussed at the next meeting if confirmed in writing.

	Report from Rev Howard re Youth Worker: Firstly, Mr Howard advised us that the Parochial Church Council favoured the single handrail for the war memorial as per the quotation obtained by Mr Hunt-Grubbe.   Mr Howard also said that there was no need for Diocesan approval.

Secondly, Mr Howard informed us that a benefactor had offered to fund a Youth Worker for Potterne, including Worton and Marston, over three years, to include Salary/NI/pension contributions etc. The donor wished for a Christian to fill the post with a wide remit, to include secondary school age with perhaps visits to Devizes and Lavington School. As employing a Youth Worker will have implications, the PCC has gone into partnership with Bath Youth for Christ, which will provide a line Manager, and meetings every two weeks.  Bath YFC have a mobile skate park, a mobile graffiti wall and can teach street dancing.  Adverts will go out this month and a Youth worker will be in place by Easter 2011. The church will make a contribution towards a housing allowance, and are looking for a place to rent in the village. Mr Howard hopes for community involvement as the Youth Worker will head a team, and hoped that perhaps the Parish Council will be able to assist with this.

Mr Burns suggested that the Youth Worker might like to come to some of the Parish Council Meetings, to make a link and get a feel of what goes on in the village.  At the next meeting the Parish Council will put forward a proposal for a nominal contribution funded from the precept.

Could there be funding from charities?  Councillor Brown asked if any contact had been made with Wiltshire Council who funds a Youth Worker in Devizes.  There is money available for minibus hire, maybe for a trip back from Devizes late at night. Mr Burns thanked Mr Howard for his report.

Rubbish problems: Residents of the Parish complained about the rubbish thrown down in the streets. When will the promised bins be put up in the village? Litter appears to be a problem, especially near the shop.  Mr Burns said that we were waiting for the five bins, plus the larger bin (to be placed near the Silver Street shop), to be installed around the village and we will ask for this to be done as soon as possible.  We hope that these will help to solve the problem.  We will also get some new neighbourhood watch signs to replace the very old ones. Concern was raised that youngsters gather at the stile (Footpath No 121) at the back of St Mary's Close and leave rubbish and cigarette ends.  Could we have the seat outside the shop removed as youngsters gather there?  It was pointed out that other people also used the bench so it will not be removed. 

Planning applications: Some councillors were unhappy about viewing planning applications on the web rather than seeing paper plans at meetings and being able to discuss them together. Not everyone had a computer or the time to view online.   Can we go back to the old system?  It was also felt the current 21 day period was not long enough to catch our meetings. Apparently Bromham always has paper plans. Mr Burns wondered if we have a laptop and projector and if the hall has wifi, as this might solve the problem.  

It was agreed to write to the Wiltshire Council asking if:-

a) We can go back to a paper copy of the plans.

b) They can extend the 21day period to allow for Parish Council meetings.

Grit bins: Councillor Brown advised that only 7 more grit bins will be allocated in our area.  Potterne may get one.  It was agreed that this one should be in Silver street on the high ground.  Can we check if our current grit bins were full and let him know?  Householders sometimes take grit out to use on their paths

	WC: C243, Whistley Road.  A letter has been received from WC stating an assessment of the route in relation to HGV vehicles use is to be made.  Mr Molland will have a meeting with Jonathan Gale from WC re the MetroCount traffic survey to take place in the village.  This counts numbers of vehicles (in both directions), weight (above a certain limit) time of day, speed in speed bands. It was decided that the 4 places would be:-

(1) Whistley Road in the built up area ie in front of Mr Molland's house. 

(2) Whistley Road in the countryside area after the turning down to Five Lanes.

(3) On A360 main road between Blackberry Lane turning and the Bus shelter.

(4) On A360 main road by the pump near Potterne Wick turning.
