	Devizes Area Board: Mr Molland reported that at the last meeting of the Devizes Area Board the main discussion was around the Primary Care Trust and the withdrawal of the plans for a health clinic at Quakers Walk. There were approximately 150 people in attendance at this meeting. 


	

	
	Village Hall: Mr Molland reported that the Village Hall Committee had been successful in obtaining grants of £15,000 from both the Community Landfill Tax Scheme and the Wiltshire Village Halls Association Grants Fund. 
	

	
	Open Session

Mr Hoddinott declared that the meeting was temporarily suspended to allow for an open session for 10 minutes so that the public could place questions to the Council to be discussed at the next meeting if confirmed in writing.


	

	
	A360, Potterne Wick corner: Mr Burns asked if the lime trees on the A360 could be cut back to allow better visibility for traffic turning into and out off the Potterne Wick.  Mr Hunt-Grubbe who owns the trees agreed to carry out work to assist. 

Anti-Social behaviour in Potterne Wick: Mr Burns informed Councillors that motorbikes were frequently riding through Potterne Woods and there was a large amount of litter was being left.  Mr Burns also said that the Police were aware of the problem, but he asked for the Parish Councils assistance in contacting the Police to reinforce local residents’ complaints. The Clerk will make contact with the Police.

Sandfield House trees: Mr McCormick reported that the trees at Sandfield House adjacent to the A360 have been cut back and the visibility has been greatly improved for those pulling out of Blackberry Lane. 

Dog waste in rubbish bins: It has been reported that dog waste left in rubbish bins is causing odour problems as there is only a fortnightly collection. There is concern with the warmer weather coming this problem will become exacerbated.  Councillor Brown will endeavour to find out more information on the cost of installing and having dog waste bins emptied as he is aware that Rowde have recently placed bins around their village.

Street light in Duck Street: The street light by the steps in Duck Street does not give enough light to assist pedestrians using the steps at night.  It was suggested that a different type of lamp could be used and would throw more light downwards.  The Clerk will write to request that a different lamp be considered.  

Swings in Ryeleaze playing field: Mr Molland raised the matter of disabled access to Blounts Court play area.  Parents have expressed concern that it is very difficult to access the swings in this area.  There is a proposal to erect a set of swings on level ground at Ryeleaze. The Parish Council have been approached with regards to the insurance and health and safety inspection if such equipment was installed.   

Royal British Legion: The Royal British Legion has contacted Mr Molland to ask if the Parish Council would consider making a grant to them to enable the purchase of a new flag.  Mr Molland will ask the Legion to put their request for funds to be put in writing for consideration by the Council. 

A360 potholes at Potterne Wick: Councillor Brown assured the Parish Council that Wiltshire Council had the numerous potholes on the A360 going towards Potterne Wick on their programme of works.
