	Five Lanes footpaths: The Parish Council have been approached by Wiltshire Council who are keen to submit a grant application for funding from Viridor, re landfill tax grant monies, to improve the surfaces for the five lanes footpath network.  

Wiltshire Council has requested a donation of £2,000 from the Parish Council to help secure their bid to Viridor. After some considerable discussions it was unanimously agreed that the parish council were not keen to see this net work of paths opened up to vehicle use.  The path from Joiners House, West End, if opened up would allow for easy vehicular access to Whistley Road.  The parish council would be willing to support improving drainage, hedge cutting etc., along these paths to assist easier access.

	Wall adjacent to A360, High Street: The wall that has recently been rebuilt in the High Street appears not to have been finished off.  The pointing at the bottom of the wall is missing and it is feared that when any bad weather occurs this could cause a problem.
