	Speed and weight restriction along Whistley Road: A resident of Whistley Road asked the Parish Council to support local residents in asking Wiltshire Council to consider reducing the speed limit along the C243.  
Following emails from local residents to both the Clerk and Unitary Councillor, the Parish Council has written to Wiltshire Council asking them to undertake a review of the speed limit and to also consider a width restriction.

Several ideas on how best to implement any changes were discussed. Mr Hoddinott suggested that the residents of Whistley Road might wish to undertake a traffic survey that could be used to support the request.

Overgrown hedges in Whistley Road: It was noted that one particularly area in Whistley Road needed hedges cutting back to allow for better visibility.  The Clerk will write to the owners requesting remedial action. 

War memorial handrail: Mr Hunt-Grubbe had obtained a quotation for a single handrail to one side of the steps and would see if this was an acceptable compromise to the problem of safe access to the memorial.
