The cuttings left on the road are now giving cause for concern and the Clerk was asked to write to the owners asking for their assistance in clearing the debris from the road. 

Damage at Silver Street / A360 mini round-a-bout: Mrs Straw reported that she had seen the lorry causing the damage to the grass verge, traffic furniture and fire hydrant sign.  The lorry in question tried turning on this round-a-bout to go in the opposite direction. This incident has been reported to the Police and to Wiltshire Highways, particularly as the vehicle registration number was taken.  This is the second such incident in as many months. 

Rookes Lane wall: Mr Hunt–Grubbe reported that the wall is in a stable condition. Ivy is causing some problems and this is due to be removed soon.

Car wheel left on footpath: It was reported that a car wheel has been left abandoned on the footpath leading from the Parish Rooms to Highlands.  The Clerk will report it and arrange to have it removed.
