	1. Wall adjacent to A360, High Street: There has been no further action by Wiltshire Council on the remedial work requested by the parish council to the recently repaired wall in the High Street.

2. Rubbish collection at Cost Cutters, Silver Street: It was asked if there had been any request for a larger rubbish bin outside the shop in Silver Street.  It had been noted when Councillors had walked around the village that the owners of the shop were emptying this bin and placed in their own commercial waste bin.  It was agreed to ask Wiltshire Council when looking at sites for the new bins to ask for their advice.   

3. Large barn at Potterne Wick: A question was raised as to whether a large barn erected at Potterne Wick had planning permission.  Mr Hoddinott confirmed that Kennet District Council had given planning permission for this barn. 

4. Japanese Knot weed: It was pointed out that this invasive plant was in situ on the footpath adjacent to Court Hill house.  Mr Brown said he would inform Wiltshire Council to get it removed. 

5. Youth club: The council were informed that the Youth Club were looking for adult assistance to help with running the club.

	Footpath 116  - Behind village hall: Mrs Straw advised the Council that Chrissy Powell from Wiltshire Council was in the process of chasing the landowners adjacent to footpath 116 to ask for their assistance in cutting back overgrown hedges to allow access along this footpath.

	Footpath 67 – Crown place to Cemetery (Tollbar Lane): Mrs Straw informed Councillors that this footpath was also being looked at by Wiltshire Council in the hope to get it cleared of overgrowth.  
	

	
	3.
	Five Lanes footpaths: A meeting took place with Mr Hoddinott, Mr Hunt-Grubbe and Mr Hobbs, he British Horse Society, Riding for the disabled and representatives of Wiltshire Council to discuss Wiltshire Councils proposal to improve the Five Lanes rights of way with grant money from Viridor Landfill Tax.  

Wiltshire Council needs a letter of support from the parish council to be able to obtain a grant. WC confirmed that they require no financial support from the parish council.  

Councillors agreed to provide the letter of support provided that works were carried out in an order that would be acceptable ie. Clearing of overgrowth, then clearing ditches on either side, filling low areas with suitable hard material.  The parish council would stress that they consider it essential to do Bridleway 114 and Bridleway 111 as these are more weather sensitive.  

The letter should also state that the parish councils support would not make them responsible for any future maintenance.

	Wiltshire Council: Speed Limit Review – A360: A letter from WC gave a response to a consultation on the speed limit review that had taken place earlier in the year. 

WC have agreed to support the Parish Council in retaining the existing speed of 40mph between Potterne and Devizes, and therefore no intended change will take place.

Unfortunately, WC were unable to support the Parish Councils request to reduce the speed limit coming into the village from the south. WC provided criteria that needed to be met to enable a reduced speed restriction to be placed.  The Parish Council are of the strong opinion that this criteria is met and will be writing to ask for this speed restriction to be reconsidered.  The Clerk was asked to draft a letter and circulate to Councillor before sending.
