	Declarations of Interest: Mr Hoddinott asked people to declare any interest in any item on the agenda.  There were no declarations of interest declared.

	Resignation of a Councillor: Mr Terry Lavery has confirmed his wish to resign form the Parish Council.  The Clerk has put the appropriate notices on the notice boards in the village. 


	

	26/10/11
	Minutes of meeting held on 12th May 2010: It was proposed by Mr Smart and Mr Bringloe that the minutes be signed as an accurate record, following an amendment to item 19/10/11 outstanding items, which should have included Mr Smart and Mr Hoddinott obtaining quotes to top up the bark at the play area in Blounts Court.   The minutes were duly signed. 


	

	27/10/11
	Matters Arising:

1.Devizes Area Board: Mr Molland reported that he had attended a meeting of the Devizes Community Area Partnership and the meeting had raised concerns about the Devizes Area Board.  The Partnership were told that the Area Board will be working towards a Community Area Plan and that this would assist the Area Board in deliberations. Parishes will be consulted on as the draft Community Area Plan is developed in the near future.  

    Councillor Brown reported that the Devizes Area Board were a very good source of grant aid and Councillors Browns parishes had benefited from these. 
	

	
	 2.Litter / dog waste bins: Members of the Parish Council will walk around the village to ascertain how many additional litter bins may be needed in the village.  It is hoped that by providing additional bins this will assist dog owners to clear up after their pets.   
	

	
	3.Play bark for Blounts Court play area: Both Mr Smart and Mr Hoddinott had obtained quotations for play bark, to top up the existing at the play area.  It was agreed that Mr Hoddinott should order seven cubic metres of play bark. Mr Hoddinott agreed to order the bark and said that there would be a small charge for laying same. 


	

	
	Open Session

Mr Hoddinott declared that the meeting was temporarily suspended to allow for an open session for 10 minutes so that the public could place questions to the Council to be discussed at the next meeting if confirmed in writing.


	

	
	Rubbish bin at Silver Street: Mr Hobbs reported that Wiltshire Council was not emptying the bin outside the shop in Silver Street.  When Kennet District Council was in place, there had been an agreement that this bin would be emptied although it contain rubbish from the shop.  Councillor Brown agreed to look into this matter and report back. 
	

	
	Overgrown hedges at Potterne Wick: Mr Burns asked if the Council would write to owners of hedges along the A360, Potterne Wick corner The Clerk will write asking for owners assistance in cutting back the hedges to allow better visibility and easier access for pedestrians.  
	

	
	Laurel hedge at cemetery: Mrs Straw asked if the height of the laurel hedge at the cemetery could be reduced.  The Council agreed to have a look at this when they walk around the village. 
	

	
	Speed Limit Review: Councillor Brown reported on the progress being made with the speed limit review. The speed limit from Potterne to PotterneWick will be reduced to 50mph and the speed limit between Potterne and Devizes will remain at 40mph and not be increased as was suggested. 

Highland steps: Councillor Manley had emailed the Oarish Council to inform them that the steps leading from Highlands to the A360 were in a bad state of repair.  The Clerk was asked to contact Wiltshire Highways to ask for their assistance in repairing these steps.

2. Rookes Lane wall: Mr Hunt-Grubbe reported that this wall needs the ivy removing and then re-pointing.  Mr McCormick was keen to see negotiations between the Parish Council and the Parochial Church Council take place before committing the Parish Council to undertake this work.  

3. Whistley Pump: The new casting has now been put in place on the pump in Whistley Road and Mr Hunt-Grubbe gave the Parish Council an invoice for £100 payable to R W Stork for the work.

	Footpath & Highways:

1. Crossing point in High Street: The Parish Council have been keen to see a safe crossing point adjacent to the George and Dragon public house and the bottom of Blounts Court. Councillor Brown informed the Council that Martin Rose, Wiltshire Council is going to be contacting the Parish Council to arrange to meet with the Council to discuss possible highway improvements through the village.  

2. Weed spraying: Mrs Straw has asked that the Parish Steward carry out some weed spraying in the village, particularly around church wall.  Mrs Straw has given Wiltshire Council a list of areas to be included.

3. Court Hill footpath: Mr Hoddinott has made some investigation on the width of the tarmac footpath at Court Hill.  Mr Hoddinott has cut back the banks to reveal at least another foot in width that could be used that is already tarred, but overgrown. The Clerk has been in contact with Wiltshire Council to ask for this path to be cut back to its full width and they have said they will look to see what can be done.
