1. Election of Chairman 2008/09

Mrs Lesley Green was elected
2. Acceptance of Office of Chairman. Mrs Green Accepted the position of Parish Chairman for the next 12 months.

Mrs Green in her acceptance thanked Mr Peter Blanthorn for his dedicated work as chairman for the past 5 years. This was seconded by all members of the Council.  Mrs Stella Zweck was also thanked on behalf of the Council for all her help and guidance.

5. Receive Approval of minutes of the last meeting.
Minutes were approved, proposed by Mr J Moore and seconded by Mr P Blanthorn

6. Matters arising from minutes
Parish Plans. The Chairman indicated that having announced the proposal of conducting a Parish Plan at the Village Assembly and the Parish Magazine a limited response has been received, however, it was hoped that the proposal would not lapse and should be revisited again in few of its importance to the community and the Parish Council.

 Letter to Highways concerning warning signs on the approach to the Shalbourne Primary School. The Clerk has been instructed to contact Wiltshire Highways.  Mrs Zweck also offered to discuss the matter with Highways.
7. The Council resolves to accept the draft accounts for 2007/08. Proposed by Mr J Hooper and Seconded by Mr D Byrne.
8. The Council resolves to accept the auditors report for 2007/08. The Final auditors report is not due until September this has been carried forward.
9. The Council resolves to reappoint the auditors for 2008/09. This is not due until September and has been carried forward.
It was proposed by Mrs J Preston and seconded by Mr D Byrne that Items 10 and 11 were delegated to a subcommittee of Mrs L Green, Mr R Theobald and Mr J Hooper.  This was approved.

A linked proposal to retain the current status quo but be prepared to meet in the intervening period was proposed by Mr J Hooper and seconded by Mrs S Zweck. This was carried.
18. The Council resolves to nominate the Council’s Proper officer to complete the Village Green Registration. At a cost of £7 swearing fees. With the proviso that the Parish Council does not own the ditch alongside the Village Green, authority was given to Mrs Green to prepare and swear the Village Green Registration. Proposed by Mr J Hooper and seconded by Mrs J Preston.
19. The Council resolves to direct the Councillors responsible for Highways and Transport to provide recommendations on the provision of a seat for elderly bus users at either Coxs Lane or Brook.

Following a period of discussion this was withdrawn on the ground that no safe site could be located. No Further Action.

20. The Council resolves to instruct the Councillor responsible for transport to make representation to the Bus company to provide a later bus to allow children attending school in Marlborough to take part in after school activities

After consideration Mr P Blanthorn has been requested to write a number of letters of complaint and to raise awareness to this problem.  Letters are to be sent to Mr Ancram MP, Local papers, Wiltshire County council, Kennet District Council and the Bus Company.

26. PRIVATE SESSION
The question of the Clerks Contract and Salary were discussed in private session of the Council.

The circumstances of the Clerks appointment and previous minuted items relating to this were considered together with the representations made by the Clerk, the Kennet Year Book and the recommendations contained in the National Associations of Local Councils Employment briefing 2007/08.
After discussion Mr J Hooper proposed that the Clerks salary be calculated from a base figure of £2508.38 as per the NALC briefing this was seconded by Mr R Theobald.

Mr P Blanthorn proposed an amendment that the salary should be calculated from a base figure of £1671.28 seconded Mrs S Zweck.

It was agreed that the two proposals be put to the vote and the proposed amendment was taken first. Mr P Blanthorn and Mrs S Zweck voted for the amendment. Mr D Byrne, Mrs L Green, Mr J Hooper, Mr J Moore Mrs J Preston and Mr R Theobald voted against. Motion not carried.
A vote was taken on the original resolution. Mr P Blanthorn and Mrs S Zweck voted against Mr D Byrne, Mrs L Green, Mr J Hooper, Mr J Moore Mrs J Preston and Mr R Theobald voted in favour. Motion carried. The Clerks Salary to be calculated from the base figure of £2508.38.

Thereafter it was agreed that a sub committee should be set up to agree with the Clerk(other than Salary) specific terms of the Clerks Contract based on the model contract supplied by Community First. The committee members to be Mr P Blanthorn, Mrs L Green and Mr R Theobald, this was agreed Unanimously.
