Urchfont Parish Council’s Achievements and Activities during the year

Village Amenities:
· Volunteers have again helped to look after amenity areas in the Parish, such as Farmer’s Field, the Pond and the Triangle.

· Thanks to those who assisted with the lining of the scrape at Farmer’s Field which will encourage wildlife to the area. 
· Pond Green is in the process of being registered as a Village Green.

Consultations:
· Consultations are in hand with residents regarding part-night street lighting.

· Discussions are taking place with WCC for the provision of new ‘be-spoke’ Urchfont village signs. 
· Consultation documents have been considered, including the Draft Design Code for Devizes, KDC’s ‘Shaping the Future’, WCC ‘One Council for Wiltshire’, and Wiltshire’s Children and Young People’s Plan 2008-11 have been studied.
Cemetery, Allotments & Playing Field:  
· The Cemetery records have been computerised. 

· Discussions are on-going with WCC over lease and maintenance arrangements for the Playing Field. 

· The boundary line between The Allotments and The Croft has been confirmed and recorded. 
· Allotment Tenancy Agreements have been updated to include third party insurance cover for tenants and terms of reference for the Allotment Association have been agreed.
· The Tennis Club has carried out work to re-surface one of the courts.

Communications:

· The Parish Council has been responsible for ensuring that the website is updated. 
 Thanks are due to Ian Maidment who manages the website so efficiently.
· The Parish Council has been instrumental in supporting the new community magazine ‘News & Views’ which is distributed free-of-charge to all households in the Parish.  
Waste Minimisation & Care of the Community:
· Recycling skips for plastic and cardboard are provided every month in the Village Hall car park and have been provided twice in Wedhampton during the year.  Thanks are due to the volunteers who man these skips and to the Village Hall Committee for the use of the car park.

· Amenity skips are also available on various dates and locations in the Parish throughout the year.

· The shredder/chipper visited Urchfont twice over the past year.

· Urchfont again entered the County Best Kept Village Competition but came joint third due largely to the amount of litter in the village.

Pilot Energy Efficiency Project:
· The pilot household energy efficiency project with 18 households, has proved very successful in enabling them to reduce their carbon emissions - by often significant amounts.
· Energy efficiency products have been distributed to many households with the support of the District Council.

Planning:

· Considerable time has been spent on individual planning applications, often in relation to the conservation areas, areas of minimum change, listed buildings and trees with preservation orders. 

· Representatives from the Parish Council have attended Regulatory Committee meetings at KDC to present the Parish Council’s observations on certain contentious planning applications.

Procedures:

· Parish Council policies, procedures and work programme have been regularly updated.

· The Parish Council is very satisfied with Mark Goddard’s first year as parish grounds contractor and is pleased to renew his contract for a further three years.  

Urchfont Parish Council has met six times during the year, the Planning Committee met on 14 occasions and other Standing Committees have met on twenty further occasions.

Working parties have met to discuss Highway Issues (including village signs), Playing Field lease arrangements and the Climate Friendly Community programme. 
The Council is represented on the Devizes Community Area Forum, Devizes Community Area Planning Partnership and the Village Hall Management Committee.  A councillor is also appointed as liaison with the Ministry of Defence. 
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Chairman’s Overview


The role of the Parish Council is to represent the interests and concerns of local residents throughout the Parish, including Lydeway and Wedhampton, and to address the needs of the community.  





Following the (non) election in May, there have been significant changes in the membership of the Council with the election or co-option of - Angela Dutton, Jon Masterson, Robina Vaux, Sean Donlon and David Myers.  Sadly, for personal reasons, Robina was not able to stay on the Parish Council.  Special thanks and appreciation should be expressed to Ian Cragg, following his resignation during the year, for his contribution over the years to the work of the Parish Council.





In addition to the fairly routine work, significant developments during the year have included the submission of an application for Pond Green, including the pond, to be registered as a village green, and the re-surfacing of Crookwood Lane (at last!), the B3098 and unexpectedly Peppercombe Lane/Close.  Much excitement was generated by media coverage of the licence conditions proposed for maintenance of the Triangle.





Whilst opposed by the Parish Council, the establishment of the new Unitary Authority for Wiltshire is proceeding.  This will have important implications for the work of the Parish Council including, for example, the possibility of amenity land in The Paddock being transferred to the Parish Council and some responsibilities being delegated by the Wiltshire Council to the Parish Council.





Work continues to address climate change through the pilot household energy efficiency project now nearing completion and proposals for the introduction in some roads of part-night street lighting to reduce electricity consumption and light pollution.  Publication of the new Parish magazine ‘News & Views’ has been warmly welcomed and well received.  





The Parish Council was especially pleased that Marion Whitehead obtained her professional qualification for clerks enabling the Parish Council to submit an application to become a ‘Quality Council’.





Warm thanks and appreciation should be expressed to all those who have contributed during the year – Members and the Clerk of the Parish Council, Mark Goddard – the Parish Contractor, and the many local residents who have played some part in the local projects and concerns progressed by the Parish Council, including those who serve as co-opted members of committees.





This is also the ideal opportunity to thank the large, and ever increasing number of residents, who give up their time to look after Parish assets:  Farmer’s Field, the Pond, the Triangle, Oakfrith Wood, Rights of Way, the Allotments and the Website, the many individuals who pick up litter and those  volunteers who man the recycling skips in Urchfont and in Wedhampton





On a personal note, this is my final year as Chairman.  It has been a privilege to have had the opportunity to work for the community in this way.  I am grateful for all the goodwill and support that I have enjoyed during the past five years.  The Parish Council is in good heart and we all look forward to the new Chairman taking us forward to fresh achievements.
