There were no members of the public present.
1.  Apologies for absence – none.
2.  Declarations of Interest – none. 

3.  Minutes of the meeting held on 11 December 2008 were signed as a correct record.  
4.  Matters arising from the minutes – all covered as agenda items.  A complaint was made of the speed of traffic as it passes the Allotments.  This is being dealt with by the Amenities Committee.
5.  Cemetery.  

a.  Notice board for the Bier House:  after discussion it was agreed that, as interior-type boarding is available, this would be used with a glass front to protect the board and the notices.  Cllr Masterson will obtain a price for the materials required and take this forward.                 JM
b.  Safety of Memorials:  there are approximately 20/25 memorials that need attention to make them stable.  It was agreed that this work would be carried out during the working party to be arranged for 4 April 2009.

c.  Row markers:  the chairman will investigate costs of stone row markers and Cllr Donlon will continue to get prices for metal row markers.  It is hoped these may be available for the working party of 4 April.

d.  Sale of surplus equipment:  it was agreed that the Allotment Association could have use of the equipment stored in the Bier House, on permanent loan.  

e.  Working Party:  it was agreed that a working party would take place at The Cemetery on Saturday 4 April, commencing at 10.00am.          
f.   Rubbish in the Cemetery:  it was reported that foreign matter is regularly removed from the compost heap in the cemetery, and it was suggested that if the area of the compost heap was reduced, then it would be easier to keep it tidy.  Mark Goddard will be asked to clear the area on the occasions that he is removing grass cuttings from the heap in the far corner of the Cemetery.  The extra rubbish bin ear-marked for the far corner of the Cemetery should encourage visitors to use the bin and help cut back on the rubbish that blows into The Holloway.    
6.   Allotments:   notes from the Allotment Association’s AGM held on 21.1.09 had been circulated in advance of this meeting.  The following matters were raised at the AGM:

a.   Sheds/buildings:   some Allotment holders would like individual sheds to store tools in and for shelter.  The present Agreement states that no buildings are permitted.  It was agreed that the Clerk would check documentation to see if there are any legal issues that prevent sheds being erected on the Allotments.  If there is no legal impediment, and provided there is agreement on the size and style of sheds, and provided the views of neighbours are sought, then the CAP Committee would be happy to make a recommendation to full Council.  It would also be necessary to check whether Planning permission would be required.
In the meantime, it was agreed that a recommendation would be made to full Council that the Bier House should be made available to Allotment tenants for the storage of tools.  It would be the responsibility of the Allotment Association to ensure that the Bier House was used correctly.  

b.  Tenants’ Lease:   it was agreed that a new lease does not have to be signed and sent out each year.  The lease will run until there are any changes in the conditions.

c.  Budget for 2009/10:
projected budget figures for the Allotment Association were presented and it was confirmed that the rental figure of £15 for a full Allotment and £7.50 for a half allotment would remain the same for 2009/10.  The Clerk will send out invoices to all tenants.

d.  Waiting List:  it was reported that there are currently 2 new applicants for allotments and that 3 existing allotment holders would like more space.  
e.  Other matters:  it is hoped that the Allotments will become a glass-free zone and then this will be written into the Agreement.
7.  Playing Field.
a.  Lease:  There is still no progress with the lease.  It is hoped that the new Wiltshire Council will agree to gift part of the field to the Parish Council.
b.  Maintenance Contract:   a Memorandum of Understanding has been agreed between Urchfont School and the Parish Council.  This document is in the process of being signed by both parties.  It has been agreed that the School will negotiate with the contractor over maintenance of the whole of the Playing Field, and the Parish Council will then agree the portion that it should pay.

c.   Play Equipment and Play Area:  a ball wall is to be erected by J & M Bodman.  The Parish council is about to apply for a grant from KDC for £4,000 to fund this.

d.  Youth Facilities:  
 (i)  BMX Track – Phil Milanes reported that a new group of youngsters are keen to have a BMX Track.  This area is about to be sprayed to remove weeds and nettles.

 (ii)  Youth Involvement – the Chairman reported that he would be attending a Community First Youth Involvement meeting, along with 2 parents of young children in the parish.  This meeting will be looking at how young people might be involved in village life, eg youth committees.
