5.      Website:

b.      Development of Website – Cllr Watts has looked at the Aldbourne Community Website.
It is run by a committee and is expensive.  The notice board on the website is available to all
to update, and this causes problems.  
The website is financed by adverts and presumably grants.
To develop a website similar to the above, would require a management team and questions were asked as to what purpose it would serve.
In the Parish Groups/Organisations section, it was agreed that local groups in the parish, need encouraging to keep their information updated.  Also, where information is out of date, the groups should be asked whether they wish to remain on the website.                 Clerk
