Priority obstacles 
1.  Do you agree that the ‘obstacles to health & development’ that have been identified as priorities are the right ones?  

Agree with top 6 listed.  

Priority targets 
2.  Are these targets the ones most needing attention? 

Agree with list but would include offenders/law-breakers.  Youngsters who have offended need to be encouraged to become members of society with the necessary support and rehabilitation.

Priority service developments
3.  Are these the service developments that most need to be worked on?
There is a lot in the paper about what we can do for young people but not what they can do for themselves.  Youngsters need to make a positive contribution to society, allowing them to give something back and to feel part of a working community.
Addition:  Youth Assembly and Young People’s Charter are not mentioned.
Note:  C3 Wiggly Bus is now known as Connect2.

Priority new ways of working
4.  Are there other ways in which service providers could work more effectively?
D2 not just school problems that need to be talked about. 

Children need to be enabled to be participants.

Joined up working

5.  What are the priorities for joining up services?

Agree principles of integrated working.  Children’s centres ensure more integration.

Promoting resilience

6.  How do services need to change and develop in order to be more effective in promoting resilience?

There is no mention of resilience enabling young people to take more responsibility for their own environment.

Any other comments
Improved nutrition is vital.  Where there is no parental support there is no belief in academic learning.  Peer influence is fundamental.  Resilience – there is a need to work with children and be more child centred.
