  

MINUTES of the Meeting of the Consultation Committee 
of Urchfont Parish Council held on 24 May 2006
 
Present:  Cllr Cragg (Chairman); Cllrs Batt, Newell, Read and the Clerk. 
1.      Apologies received from Cllr Watts.
2.      Public Participation: None.
3.      Minutes of the meeting held on 5 April 2006 were signed as an accurate record.  
4.  There were no Matters Arising. 
5.  The meeting had been called to discuss the Sustainable Development Draft Scoping Report received from Kennet District Council. 
     The following responses were agreed for the questionnaire: 
     1.  ‘Are there any key policies, plans or programmes missing from the review?’ 
           It is felt that all other completed Parish Plans in the Kennet district should have
          been listed.  The Village Design Statements are not shown either. 
     2.  ‘Are there any additional key sustainability problems, issues or opportunities, relevantto land use, planning and KDC, for which sustainability objectives should be developed?’
     It is felt that the list is not complete.  Social and economic issues are not listed.
     The section on Energy needs expanding.  Other energy sources should be looked at. 
     3.   ‘Are there any other relevant decision-aiding questions that could help with the
          appraisal and the potential of the LDF?’ 
          There should be a statement that Kennet is aiming to be a climate friendly district 
          and there should be a detailed programme to achieve this.  KDC should also aim to be the best performing district in climate issues and to operate under a low carbon economy.          
    4.   ‘Is there any further information available that could be used to measure whether sustainability objectives are being progressed?’ 
          How can the monitoring figures for Kennet be measured if the facts available are for the county or region as a whole. 
    5.   ‘Which targets and indicators are most appropriate for future measurement of progress towards each sustainability objective?’ 
          Kennet and the Parish figures are needed to measure progress. 
    6.   ‘Any Other Comments?’ 
          The consultation period should be 3 months.  The period allowed was far too short, particularly as it took time to obtain extra copies of the consultation document. 
It was agreed to postpone the discussion of the Kennet and North Wilts Primary Care Trust document – consultation on Pathways for Change until 7 June.
