MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE PLANNING COMMITTEE OF URCHFONT PARISH COUNCIL held on 14 October 2009 in the Garden Room of Urchfont Manor

Public Participation:   There were 3 members of the public present.
1.   Apologies for absence received from:  Cllrs Batt, Masterson, Mitchell, Read & Assistant Clerk
2.   Declarations of Interest:  none
3.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 30 September 2009 were signed as a correct record.
4.   Matters arising:

a. E/09/0251/FUL & E/09/0254/FUL.  Garden Cottage, High Street, Wedhampton.
Enforcement Notices were issued to Mr Clothier giving him from August to end of September to reposition the fence and clear building materials from the rear of the property.  Mr Clothier has undertaken to carry out this work within three months.  He has also indicated that he will appeal against the planning refusal to allow him permanent access to the property from temporary access created adjacent to 22 High Street, Wedhampton.
The meeting was adjourned so that members could hear from the applicant regarding Planning Application Ref:  E/09/1247/TCA for work to trees in a Conservation Area, situated at the rear boundary of 14 The Paddock, Urchfont, for Mrs Gashi.

The applicant showed members photographs of the trees in question.  There appears to be some doubt over the position of the boundary line between 14 The Paddock, and the new development behind Inglefield, High Street, Urchfont, and therefore ownership of the trees.  A surveyor is currently investigating the situation.

The meeting then re-commenced.  

5.   Plans for Discussion

a.  E/09/1213/FUL.  Application for Full Planning for erection of detached dwelling on land adjacent to Penning House (formerly Sarum House), High Street, Urchfont for Princeton Homes.


After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Thomas, seconded by Cllr Myers and carried unanimously that the Parish Council has No Objection to this application. 

b.   E/09/1247/TCA.  Application for work to trees in a Conservation Area, situated at the rear boundary with the development site behind Inglefield, to consist of the crown lifting of an ash tree to a height of 5 metres and a crown reduction of 3 metres, plus the reduction back of conifers by approx 1 – 2 metres, at 14 The Paddock, Urchfont for Mrs Gashi.

   
The Parish Council had received an e-mail from the developer of the site behind Inglefield, stating that he is the owner of the land that the trees are situated on.  The issue of land- ownership is not a planning issue and it is not a matter for the Parish Council to consider.

After discussion it was proposed by Cllr Stephens, seconded by Cllr Myers and carried unanimously that the Parish Council SUPPORTED this application.

6.    Applications studied by the Small Planning Group, and reply of ‘No Comment’ made to Wiltshire Council - none
7.    Decisions received from Wiltshire Council:

a.   E/09/1057/LBC.  Notification of Listed Building Consent for replacement of existing window with new at Friars Cottage, High Street, Urchfont for Mr D Kinnaird.  APPROVED.
