MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE PLANNING COMMITTEE OF URCHFONT PARISH COUNCIL held on 30 SEPTEMBER 2009 in the Conference Room of Urchfont Village Hall

Present:  Cllrs. Newell (Chairman), Donlon, Dutton, Holt, Mitchell,

 Myers, Read, Thomas & the Assistant Clerk.

Public Participation:   There were 2 members of the public present.

The Chairman then opened the meeting by reminding members that the new Policy Planning Document was now in place and members should look at planning applications within the context of the 6 criteria laid down in that document – namely: scale of development, visual impact upon the surrounding area, relationship to adjoining properties, design – bulk, height and general appearance, environmental/highway impact and car parking.

The meeting then commenced.  

1.   Apologies for absence received from:  Cllrs. Batt, Masterson & Stephens.

2.   Declarations of Interest:  Cllr. Newell declared an interest in items 7c & 7f on the Agenda.

3.   The Minutes of the meeting held on 05 August 2009 were signed as a correct record.

4.   Matters arising:

a. E/09/0251/FUL & E/09/0254/FUL.  Garden Cottage, High Street, Wedhampton.

It was decided that the Parish Council must ensure that enforcement action is taken to ensure that the applicant abides by the conditions of the original planning consent regarding the access and other matters. Cllr Dutton undertook to speak to John Murphy regarding the latest position.

5.   Planning Policies and Procedures

It was proposed by Cllr Mitchell that the Planning Committee shall meet monthly, regardless of whether any substantive applications have been received. Interim meetings may be called of the full Planning Committee, during this period, if any substantive applications are received. 


This proposal was seconded by Cllr Dutton and agreed unanimously.


It was agreed to amend the planning policy document accordingly.

b.   E/09/1175/FUL.  Application for Full Planning to erect Single Storey Extension to front of   


property at Thatched Cottage, Church Lane, Urchfont, for Mr & Mrs J Masterson.


A letter from Mr Masterson, received by email, was read out by Cllr Newell (Chairman).


Mr Masterson pointed out that the proposed extension would be a relatively small change to the 


front of the building but would provide much needed amenities for the occupants and visitors.


He has also agreed to change the proposed concrete tiles for clay tiles, in accordance with 


reservations made by both the PCC and the Planning Officer, in regard to appearance in relation 


to the close proximity of the Church.

A letter from the Churchwardens, on behalf of St Michael and All Angels Church was read out by Cllr Newell.


The issue of digging foundations so close to the Church wall was raised but this was deemed to 


be a building, not a planning decision and for the Planning Officer to decide.


Cllr Read had been approached by 2 parishioners on the question of ownership of the land to be


used. This issue was thought to be for Mr & Mrs Masterson and the Church to decide between 


themselves.
