E/10/0070/FUL – Application to erect a Greenhouse at ‘Cranfield’, The Bottom, Urchfont, for Mr & Mrs D Motram.  

*Mr Motram explained the need for the proposed replacement Greenhouse to be situated to the front of his property as there is no back garden for such. It will be built into the bank and same height as existing. Olive green glazing bars to soften impact.

E/10/0081/FUL – Application to extend, alter and create a new roofline at ‘Coppers Yew’, Uphill, Urchfont, for Mr & Mrs P Everson.

* Mr Everson wishes to alter his 1970’s bungalow into a more attractive property that will fit in with the surrounding area.

5.   Plans for Discussion

a.   E/10/0037/FUL  Application for full planning to erect a Machinery Store at Knights Leaze Farm, 

      Cuckoo Corner, Urchfont, for J & M Bodman.


The Planning Committee had NO OBJECTION, in principal, to the proposed building, as it would 


be in keeping with the rest of the farm outbuildings but concern was raised as to the possibility 


of there being more heavy farming vehicles to cause damage to the roads through Urchfont.

b.   E/10/0070/FUL  Application for full planning to erect a Greenhouse at Cranfield, The Bottom,       

      Urchfont, for Mr & Mrs D Motram.


The Planning Committee had NO OBJECTION to make on this application.

c.   E/10/0081/FUL  Application for Extensions and Alterations to the property, including a new  

      roof profile, at Coppers Yew, Uphill, Urchfont, for Mr & Mrs P Everson.


The Planning Committee had NO OBJECTION to make on the proposed application but would recommend that the ‘Green Issues’, put forward on the Plans for energy efficiency, should be implemented. Any concerns as to the Ridge height and privacy intrusion from two South facing windows has already been identified by Wiltshire Planning Authority.

** It should be noted that, in correspondence with a concerned neighbour, Wiltshire Council 


Arboricultural Officer, Simon Turner, said “Sadly, as with all Conservation Area Tree Work 


Notifications, the Council is unable to condition or refuse elements of the proposal, or indeed 


the entire Notice and can only prevent the works from taking place by serving a Tree 


Preservation Order, TPO. (on the tree or trees in question)


Councillors felt that any comments from the Parish Council were therefore of little or no effect 


and reiterated the importance of neighbour consultations.
