Kennet Action for the Single Homeless in Devizes (KASH) is looking for people who are willing to give their time and share their experience of life with the individuals who come to KASH for help and assistance. Good listening skills are required and you do need to be understanding,        non-judgemental and patient. Full training will be given. Times to volunteer are flexible.

Administration Support

Kennet Valley Arts Trust requires a volunteer to help with administrative tasks in their office in Marlborough. Volunteer Centre Kennet, which is based in Pewsey, is looking for a volunteer to enter information on their volunteering database; this includes organisation details and volunteering opportunities. This        opportunity would be suitable for a person with basic computer skills. Training and support is provided. You can volunteer for 2-3 hours on a Monday afternoon.

Plantlife International

Get involved with the work of Plantlife International by taking part in their surveys.

Plantlife run a different simple plant    survey each year. The surveys are open to all the public and you do not need to be a botanist to take part. Current surveys are The Common Plants Survey and Plant Invaders survey.

You will survey some UK’s common plant species from random sampling plots in a 1km square near to where you live. The species are easily identifiable. The data that you collect in this project will be used to interpret the impact of environmental factors, and help show where the greatest needs for conservation lie. Times to volunteer are flexible.
