Item 1. Welcome and Introductions.

1. The Chairman introduced himself, the Treasurer and the Secretary and offered a warm welcome to all of those in attendance.

2. Sergeant Vincent Logue was thanked for providing administrative support to the meeting at short notice.

Item 2. Previous AGM – 5 Jun 2010.

3. Circumstances dictated that there were no minutes from the last meeting on 5 Jun 2010 other than the Voting Record and the Statement of Accounts (both of which are on the Association website) but it was understood that there were no outstanding issues.

Item 3. Report of the Committee.

4. The Chairman delivered the Committee's report which is attached as Enclosure 1.

5. In the light of the Report the floor made a number of points - listed below - which whilst not recorded as actions, will be considered by the Committee at a forthcoming meeting. 

a. Efforts should be made to fill gaps in the organisation as portrayed in the document - W&SNHWA Structure 2012 (Enclosure 2). 
b. Consideration should be given to clarifying the distinction and relationships between “NHW Area Coordinators“,  “NHW Community Area Coordinators”, “Community Partnerships” and Wiltshire Council's Area Boards. 

c. The chain of communication from Police to NHW members and the role of the W&SNHWA in this needs confirmation.  Access by Association Committee members to the NHW Database (part of the Police CMS database) would ease this task.

d. The availability and passage of information from the Police to NHWatchers should be improved and made consistent across Wiltshire and Swindon.  

e. Police commitment to Neighbourhood Watch at a strategic level should be confirmed.   

f. The standard of police support to Neighbourhood Watch across the County should be brought up to the high level currently experienced by only a relatively few Schemes and Areas.

g. The formal Police policy regarding the issue of accredited ID to NHW Co-ordinators should be re-considered given that this is accepted in at least one Community Area.

Item 4. Treasurer’s Report.

6. The Treasurer delivered his financial report (Enclosure 3). No issues regarding its acceptability were raised.

7. It was explained that there is no formal source of funding for the W&SNHWA and therefore the Association is keen to hear of any possible sponsorship opportunities of which NHW members might be aware.

Item 5. Presentation on Distraction Burglary.

8. DC Anthony King gave a presentation on Distraction Burglary and the associated Operation LIBERAL.
