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I am writing to advise you all that, reluctantly, Wiltshire Police is having to pass on the cost of the NHW Street Signs. 

What this will mean is that the cost of supplying and fitting two signs will, with immediate effect, increase from £14.10 to £25.00. 

This will apply to the provision of signs for new schemes and also to replace existing signs that have become damaged etc. 

Street Signs for fitting to Private or Parish Council property, that have been provided free of charge, will now be charged at £5.50 per sign. 

Again this charge will apply to requests for new signs and for those to replace signs that have been damaged etc. 

Cheques are still required to be made payable to Wiltshire Police Authority and submitted, with the appropriate application form, to me at Trowbridge Police Station. 

The charges have been kept to the minimum and I hope you will all agree that by making these charges we can ensure that we have sufficient stocks available to cater for demand.

OBTAINING, FITTING NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH STREET SIGNS 

Listed below are the conditions for putting up Neighbourhood Watch street signs within the limits of a County road. 

· The Scheme is jointly established by agreement between the police and a bona fide committee or organisation. 

· The sign is at the boundary of the Watch area. 

· The sign design shall be similar to that shown below and shall not resemble a traffic sign in any way. 

· The size of the sign shall not exceed 350mm wide or 500mm high and (unless affixed to a street name plate) it shall be mounted with the lower edge not less than 2,1 metres above the road or pavement or with the upper edge more than 3 metres above the road or pavement. 

· The sign must be securely fixed to the lamp column or other structure by two metal bands fastened around the column or post and tightened into place with a banding tool. 

Other similar fixings that will not damage the post or structure are also acceptable as in the case of the more commonly used plastic signs with their own fixings. 

· The sign must not be affixed to a traffic light signal or any post or lighting column to which a traffic sign is already attached.

· The sign must not be sited where it is likely to obscure the driver’s view of any traffic sign or signal. 

· The local committee or other body of persons operating the scheme accept that they are responsible for any cost of erection and maintenance of the signs and indemnify the County Council against any claims arising from the display of the signs. 

· The County Council reserves the right to remove the signs if they fall into disrepair or otherwise constitute a hazard, or if the County Council wishes to affix a traffic sign to the lamp column or structure on which the Watch sign is mounted. 

· Remember- you must ensure that you apply for permission from the County Council to erect signs. 

This can be obtained through your NWLO.
